FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q:
Will I have to travel as an officer?

A:
Yes - you will have to travel to state conferences, officer training, and state officer meetings.  You may also be asked to speak at local chapter functions or regional competitions.

Q:
Are any of my costs covered as an officer?

A:
Officers are required to submit expense reports listing any expenses that they have incurred from their officer duties - this includes mileage.  All expenses, however, must be pre-approved by the State Executive Director.

Q:
How long is an officer’s term?

A:
An officer’s term is one year long.  It will start on October 25th and end on the last day of the 2008 Fall Leadership Conference.

Q:
What are the positions?

A:
There are six positions that you can hold as a Minnesota BPA State Officer.  They are President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Historian, and Parliamentarian.  To learn more about each position click here.
Q:
When do I have to apply by?

A:
You must apply by October 1st, 2007.

Q:
I’m only a sophomore, can I still apply?

A:
As long as you are a member and meet all of the qualifications, you can apply no matter what grade you are in and regardless of whether this is your first or fourth year in BPA.  Just make sure that you are prepared to accept all of the responsibilities.

Q:
This sounds like a lot of work, will it be fun?

A:
Being a State Officer WILL be one of the greatest experiences of your life.  It’s true that it can be a lot of work, but you get to chose what your team will work on.  Plus, you WILL have a blast every step of the way – no doubt about that!

Q:
What is the monthly report?

A:
On the 5th of every month you will submit a report detailing your activities for that month.  This will include goals you have accomplished, goals you are working on, good and bad things that you see happening, and a list of any travels or presentations you have made as a Minnesota BPA State Officer.
